· take all reasonable steps to prevent and/or repair destruction or damage caused by keeping a pet at the property
	
· meet legal obligations as pet owners or carers, including:
· obligations under the Animal Welfare Act 1999 and Dog Control Act 1996 
· any applicable local council bylaws, body corporate rules, building rules (and any amendments to those rules) and any other relevant legislation
· not allow livestock inside the home
· any other reasonable conditions which are part of your consent – which will be discussed with you if consent is approved.
If you do not comply with these conditions, we may withdraw our consent where there are reasonable grounds to do so. If this happens, you will be required to remove the pet from the property. 



	Pet Privacy Statement

	This Pet Privacy Statement explains why we collect personal information about customers and pet owners (including those who are not customers) who keep pets at a Kāinga Ora property and what we do with that information.
In this Privacy Statement, ‘customer’ means a tenant of a property where a pet is kept. ‘Personal information’ means information about an identifiable individual.[footnoteRef:2]  [2:  This definition is taken from Section 7 of the Privacy Act 2020] 

How does Kāinga Ora collect information about customers, pet owners and pets?
Kāinga Ora collects this information in a number of ways. In particular:
· we collect information directly from the customer and pet owner (if this is not the customer), including during any conversation
· we collect information when the customer and/or the pet owner completes and signs this form - Application for consent to have a pet form (CT-FRM-059)
· we collect information from other government agencies or organisations as agreed in any Memorandum of Understanding or information sharing agreements that may be in place (for example, with local councils, SPCA or Ministry of Primary Industries) 
· we may apply to the local council for the name and address of the registered owner of any dog for the purposes listed in section 35 of the Dog Control Act 1996
· we collect information about the customer and/or pet owner while administering the tenancy.
Why does Kāinga Ora collect information about customers, pet owners and pets?
Kāinga Ora collects and holds information about customers, pet owners and pets that are kept at Kāinga Ora properties to:
· ensure the health and safety of our workers, contractors and sub-contractors, as well as the property's neighbours
· where necessary or appropriate, manage pet nuisance complaints
· where necessary, help to protect the welfare of the animal
· enable Kāinga Ora to make sure the customer is complying with their legal obligations with keeping or allowing a pet at a Kāinga Ora property
· for statistical and research purposes.

Does the customer or pet owner have to answer all the questions asked by Kāinga Ora in the Pet application form?
No, but if the customer or pet owner doesn't provide all the information asked for, Kāinga Ora may not be able to provide consent to allow the pet to be kept at the Kāinga Ora property, or to help with pet-related issues that may arise.
Will Kāinga Ora give any personal information it collects about the customer or pet owner to anyone else, and why?
Kāinga Ora will only give personal information about a customer or pet owner (or information about a pet) to third parties as permitted or required by law. This may include the local council dog control (or noise control) unit, the police, and/or our maintenance contractors. By signing this form, you also consent to us sharing information with SPCA or Ministry of Primary Industries where this may assist them in administering animal welfare laws. Information may also be shared under any information sharing agreements with local councils, SPCA or Ministry of Primary Industries. The information that may be disclosed to these third parties may include:
· the customer or pet owner's name, address and contact details 
· any other information we may hold concerning a pet that is kept at a Kāinga Ora property including any Tenancy Tribunal rulings
Customers and pet owners have the right to see and correct information held about them.
Any individual can ask to see all personal information we hold about that person and can ask us to correct that personal information.
We may make changes to this Pet Privacy Statement.
Changes to this Pet Privacy Statement required for the proper administration of our pet policy will be notified on the Kāinga Ora website.
